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JamStats is a database that captures information on  some of  Jamaica’s most critical social and econom ic indica-
tors. Using the DevInfo software developed by the U nited Nations, the Statistical Institute of Jamaica  in partner-
ship with the Planning Institute of Jamaica (PIOJ),  with support from UNICEF Jamaica, has created a co mprehen-
sive database, which allows for tracking key develo pment signposts. Integrated with Microsoft Office, JamStats is 
able to generate three types of presentations linke d to the database: tables, graphs and maps, along w ith reports 
that can be customized and formatted as required.  
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 DevInfo 6.0 is currently in the final testing phase. In      
February 2009 the global group of Master Trainers for 
DevInfo assembled in New Delhi for a review of the pilot 
version as well as a review of the DevInfo Programme glob-
ally. Jamaica was represented by Mrs. Donneth 
Edmondson,  Director, JamStats Secretariat.  

There were 33 participants representing 15 countries, with 
support from the DevInfo lab. Participants were required to 
present on the use of DevInfo within their countries, review 
and log comments or errors found with DI 6.0.  

The new features planned for the DevInfo website focus on 
development of a more cohesive DevInfo User Community. 
They include a forum which will  facilitate on-line discus-
sions among DI users thereby creating an arena for peer to 

peer support as well as enhanced communica-
tion in the DI user group. 

In addition, developments to DI User see the ini-
tiation of a Data Wizard which should reduce the 
learning curve of first time users. However, 
DevInfo 5.0 Users need not be concerned the 
same parameters used to query a DI5 database 
are still present in DI 6.0. The graphic presenta-
tions are created automatically before you enter 
the wizard, and for those of you who’ve always 
wanted to regenerate the data view from the ta-
ble, graph, or map, it can now be done.  We look 
forward to  incorporating these new features 
within future JamStats databases.

CensusInfo Launched to Help Countries Disseminate 
Census Data 

 

CensusInfo, a software package developed to help countries disseminate census data, was offi-
cially launched at the 40th session of the UN Statistical Commission in February 2009. Census-
Info was developed by a joint UN programme of the United Nations Statistics Division,       
UNICEF and UNFPA, and will be widely disseminated.  

CensusInfo is a database system that provides a method to organize, store and display data in a 
uniform format to facilitate census data sharing at the country level across government depart-
ments and UN agencies using the same system. Adapted from DevInfo database technology, 
CensusInfo is an integrated desktop and web-enabled tool containing simple and user-friendly 
features that can be used to produce tables, graphs and maps for inclusion in reports, presenta-
tions and advocacy materials. 

While CensusInfo is based on the DevInfo platform, specific functionalities have been added to 
meet census dissemination requirements. These include enhanced performance, template re-
ports for dissemination at any geographical level, and mapping facilities. Although a standard 

list of indicators will be released with the software, countries will 
be able to customize the list of statistics/indicators to suit their own 
national data needs. 

CensusInfo will contribute to setting universal standards for data 
storage, access and dissemination of national census data. The 
long-term vision for CensusInfo is for the system to make a major 
contribution to strengthening the processes at the country level for 

the use of census data for monitoring, planning and advocacy.
